So, doubtless, there IS now, and IIlways, 
some interest and duty thllt is p'lramuunt, lind which dflmunds at our hands 
especial IIttention Such, I think is meusurubly our rellltion to the great 
temperance issue lind movement so appllrent IIround us. 

What Is the duty of the Christillns and of the chllrches 01 this Associa­
tion with reference to the grellt evil of intempernnce? The answer to this 
question, brethren, shall be the substance of this Annuul Letter. 

The evil of intemperance is often ulluded to in the word of God, and 
the wickedness thereof is pointedly rebuked j and we are told therein, "that 
no drunkard shull inherit the kingdom of God." Drunkennes. works in 
the soul a ruin so complete, that everlasting banishment from the presence 
of God and the glory of his power, IS the sorrowful but inevitable fate of. 
every besotted wreck of humanity. 

But Christians are enjoined, by the slime Word to pmy a'ld labor against 
every wicked error and practice that deotroys the bodies, and ruins the souls 
of their fellows. Yea, we are taught to pray and labor tllIlt we and others 
be not led into temptation, but that we be delivered from evil. But the 
traffic In intoxicating drinks, and the use thereClf, is full of temptation and 
evil j therefore every Christian must pray IIlId fight against this gillnt sin 
and folly. We are bound, my brethren, by the very tenure of our religion 
to work with all eur might lind perseverance against the monster evIl. 

But how shllll we best JOIn our energIes lind our efforts with the 
temperance forces around and among us, and so make the most successful 
fight agaInst the common foe? Brethren, this is my answer to this question 

viz: 
1. In all our talk, and prllctice, and action, with reference to this matter 

of temperance, we must take the clean, cleur, strong, safe ground of toial 
abstinence and total prohibition. Let us be assured that there is no safe, 
sure, middle ground of licensed traffic or temperllte use. It is all a nllserllble 
fllllacy and a satanic deception. 

2. As Christitm pastors lind preachers of rIghteousness, we must keep this 
subject properly prominent before our churches. Experience is showing in 
numerous instances that this can be done, and surely in the case of an evil 
so great, !lnd a danger so insiduous and ruinous, it cannot be more nor less 
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than duty to make our trumpets blow no infrequent or uncertain sound of 
warning and rebuke. 

3. We must have, each of us, greater regard to the best way of disposing 
of our votes. Every man wh" receives a Christian citizen's vote should in­
variably be a decilired and consistent friend of abstinence and prohibition. 
Why will we patronize and support men who are known enemies to temper­
ance and virtue? 

4. But above all things we must train and instruct our children, and every 
child in our reach, to a deep abhorreneo of indulgence, in every form and any 
place. Absolutely this is our only hope of permanent success. Failure and 
vexation must forever attend the system which only seeks to reclaim the 
fallen, while it leaves the children and youth of the land to be caught in the 
snares, and trained in the ways of the mighty destroyer. 

5. To accomplish this most desirable end-the raising up of a generation 
of nbstaiRers and proh'ibitors-we should organize Temperance Societies in 
connection with all our Sunday-schools. ThIS is by no menns n difficult un­
dertaking. Experience is here also demonstrating how easy, and how suc­
cessful is this enterprise. Let every SundRy-school have its temperance so­
ciety with its pled~e, its officers, its work, Its library, its singing books, its 
temperance periodicals its "quarterly meetings, its concert exerCIses, its regu­
lar sermon~ or lectures, its eS811Ys, its select readings, its regular reports, its 
committee of solicitation, etc., and let this whole appliance be used to edu­
cate and fortify children and youth against rum, tobacco, ~wearing, and 
gaming, (inseparable evils) and if it does not, and cannot stay the ravages 
of the horrible monster and make success possible, real and permanent then 
we may, I think, as well abandon the field in despair, and give up our land 
and children to the crushing disaster of drunkenness and sin. 

Brethren think of these things, pray for them, talk about them, work 
and fight fur them. Your Master was ever engaged in works of blessing and 
mercy in behalf of sufftlring humnnity. Will you be more like him? Then 
wherein can you better serve your day .md generation than in wise and per­
sistent effurts to save your kind from thllt greate5lt of earthly ('alnmities­
Intemperance.

ADOPTED BY THE 

Shiawassee Baptist Association. 
ARTICLE 1. This Organization shall be called the Sunday-School Depart­

ment oflhe Baptist Association, and shalllle auxiliary to the Michigan Baptist 
State Sunday-School Convention or Associat.lon. 

ART. 2. Thc object shall be to promote the Inl.erests of Baptist Sunday­
Schools In the bounds of the Association. 

ART. 3. This Organization shall be composed of the Pastors, Deacons and 
Delegates of the :':hurches, and the Officers, Teachers and Delegates of the Sun­
day·Schools In the Association. 

ART. 4. The Office)'. of this Organization shall be elected IInnually, and 
consist of a President, Superintendent, Treasurer, and one Vice President from 
each Church anel Mission School in the Association, of whom I.he President, 
Huperlntendent., Treasurer, and two Vice Presidents, to be designated by the 
body, shall con"tltute an ExecuLive Board. 

ART. 5. The Moderator of the Association shall be the President of this 
body, and the Treasurer of the Assodation shall be the Treasurer of this body. 

AR'r.6. The President and Treasurer shall discharge the usual duties of 
such officers. 

ART. 7. The Supertntendent shall keep a record of ellch meeting, and shall 
have a general oversight of the Sunday-School work or the b01Y. He shall call 
the meetings of the Executive Board to arrange for tbe meetings in Institutes 
and Conventions. circulate the programmes by correspondence or visitation, 
see that t.he work on each field is faithfully done, be the medium of correspon­
dence with the State Superintendent, and secure and forward to him. at leasl· 
one month previous to the annual meeting of the State Sunday-School Con­
vention, statistics of the schools in his field. 

ART. 8. It shall be the rluty of the Execntive Hoard to make arrnngt'ments 
for the mt'et.ings of the body, to prepare its programme, select speakers, raise 
funds to defray its expenses, consider the wants of the field, and "ppoin! and 
plan work to meet. them. They shall also aid the Vice Presidents to establish 
and maintain Baptist !:lunday-Schools. 

ART. 9. It shall be the duty of each Vice President to secure the organiza­
tion of a Baptist Sunday-School under the care of thE' chm'ch of which he is a 
member: and also to organize and encourage mission schools in ali adjoining 
neighborhoods where they arc needed. 

ART. 10. The annual ml'etlng of this body shllll be held in connection with 
the annual meeting of the Association. Other meetings shan be called at the 
discretion of the Executive Board. 

AR'r.1I. This Coustitution may be altered or amended at any regular meet­
ing by a majority vote of the members present
