To Sulpher Fork, to be held at Hillsborough, Henry county, Ky. on the se-
cond Friday in September, 1836; James Dawson.

To South District, to be held at McCormack’s, Lincoln county, on Friday be-
fore the third Saturday in August, 1836; Spencer Holloway.

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CIRCULAR LETTER,

The Elkhorn Association of Baptists now in session at Clear Creek meetings
house, Woodford county, Ky. sccond Saturday in August, 1836, to the churches
and members whom she represents, sendeth greeting :—

Drar BrereREN:—Agreeably to the usual custom we address you a circular -
letter, and have chosen the subject of Ministerial labor and support in the church-
cs, as best suited to the present crisis. It is a fact, déar brethren, that some of
the churches in our body are entirely destitute of stated preaching, and but- few
are supplied, statedly, more than oncc a month. Now, dear brethren, we
cannot reasonably expect ever to prosper and increase as a denomination while
we continue in this situation. We deem it important that every church should
have her own, pastor to dispense the word of life amongst them; and that thev
should meet on every Lord’s day for worship, whether they Kave preaching or not,
by which means gifts in the churches would be déveloped and improved, and in
a reasonable time our languishing churches might be supplied with diligent and
faithful pastors, who would spend their time and their talents in the service of
God and the building up of the churches—in proclaiming @ crucificd and risen
Savior to a perishing world. But, beloved bretliren, we should hear in mind at
the same time that our ministering brethren arcflesh and blood as well as the
the rest of us, and while they are laboring for the churches they ought and must
be supported by the churches; for the great Apostle to the Gentiles says ‘that ,the
_ lakorer is worthy of his hire;* ard again, ‘thou shal§ not muzzle the ‘mouth of the-

ox that treadetl: out the corn:’ and again, ‘they which minister about holy things
live of the things of the temple;’ ‘and they that wait at the altar are partakers
with the altar;” ‘even so hatlrthe Lord ordained that they which preach the gospel
should live of the gospel>.  'Wec are aware brethren that some will say that this
had no allusion to carnal or carthly things, to those things necessary to the support
of this mortal body, and only means that they that preach the gospel should first
be partakers of the gracc of God; but those that take this view of that passage
of scripture would éxclude Paul from'any participation in the grace of God; for
in the verse rext succeeding the above quotation, the Apostle says, ‘but.I have
used none of thesethings.’ ' ) o

utes and to your returning mbssengers. . Now, dear brethren, let us endeator to
be united and firm, and‘tontend earnestly (but not angriky) for the faith that was
once delivered tothe saints; and let us endeavor to discharge our duty to God and
towauds cach other; and let us with one heart and onc mitid pray the Lord of the
harvest that he would send out more laborers into his baryest.
