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Constitution of €ast Union Hssociation.

ARrticLE 1. This body shall be called East UI}ion Association of
United Baptists, and shall be composed of churches of the United Baptist
faith and order. v

Art. 2. Each church composing this body shall be entitled to repre-
sentation, with one vote for every twenty members, or fraction thereof.

Arr. 3. This body shall meet annually according. to adjournment.

ARrr. 4. This body, at each annual meeting, shall elect, by private
ballot, a Moderator, Clerk and Assistant Clerk, whosq duties shall be such
as custom imposes on such officers. ,

Art. 5. The kusiness of this body shall be for the advan:ement and
growth of Christ’s Kingdom among all the churches of this body or else-
where. Planning and advising and using all lawful and necessary means
in our power to build up new churches and building tpem up 1n the most
Holy faith.

Art. 6. This body shall exercise no ecclesiastical authority.

Arr. 7. This body may appoint a committee to carry out or perform
any busiuvess under Article 5.

ART. 8. This body shall be constituted by and with messengers and
delegates from the different churches belonging to this Association.

Art. 9. New churches will be received by a vote of the delegutes
present, upon approved evidence ot their United Baptist faith and princi-
ples. A majority rules.

ARrT, 10, Visiting brethren of same faith and order will be invited to
geats with us, and allowed the liberty of speech, but not to vote.

Arr. 11. The Constitution may be altered or amended, except Arti-
cle 6, by concurrence of two-thirds of the members present, after notice
having been given at its previous annual meeting.

ArrT. 12. No member shall speak more than twice upon any one sub- °
ject without leave of the Association. Chairmen of committees are given
ten minutes, all others five, unless time is extended by the Association.

AR, 18. Members wishing to speak shall arise and address the, Mod-
erator with brotherly respect, and await recognition from him, and then
speak. Any brother; having received recognition from the chair, is en-
titled to the floor,undisturbed, while his five minutes lasts, if he does not
digress from the subject on which he is speaking. Members shall call no
brother by any other appellation than that of Brother,

ART. 14. Any brother may arise to a pointof order, if any brother-
digress from the subject on which he is speaking, question of privilege.

AxrT. 15. A motion with asecond is before the Association for action,
unlers another is made to amend, then the amendment is for action, af-
terwards the original.

ARrr. 16. No member shall absent himself from the house during the
business hours, without leave of the Moderator.
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Arr. 17.  All whispering and laughing strictly forbidden during bus-
iness hours.

Art. 18. Two members arising and addressing the Moderator at the
same time, both claiming the floor, the one farthest irom the Moderator
ghall be entitled to the floor first and the other next.

Art. 19. This Association may withdraw its fellowship from any
chureh in its bounds for a violation or departure from the United Baptist
faith and practice.

ART. 20.. The Chair, having decided any question which is thought to
be contrary to the constitution of United Baptist faith, any brother
may appeal from his decision to that of the house.

ART. 21. On each morning at the opening of the Association there
ghall be given one hour, or such less time as is necessary, to the offering
of resolutions and such new husiness as is necessary.

Arr. 22. If the Moderator fails to exact the rules of this Constitu-
tion in the transaction of business, any member of this Association may
move him to order, if Le fails to exact suchrules, the Assistant Modera-
tor shall take the Chair.

It is ordered that this Association adopt Mell’'s Parliamentary Prac-
tice for our guide in the transaction of the business of our Association.

We believe that our Saviour came to save the world—all men-—re-
gardless of race or condition, We believe also that Christ has entrusted
to His people the duty of telling the world His gospel. Last year we as-
sisted our Foreign Mission Board, located at Richmond, Va.,in supporting
80 missionaries in China, Africa, Italy, Mexico, Brazil and Japan. Our
churches in these countries have 4,824 members. Ninety-five churches
have been organized, aud 141 preaching stations have been kept up.
$125,682 were given by our 1,500,000 white Baptists, about 8 cents each.
Only one church in our Association reported contributiors to Foreign
Missions. We recommend that ou~ churches give monthly, quarterly or
annual contributions for missions.

Our Baptist Orphang’ Home, located at Louisville, Kentucky, is do
ing a good work, taking care of and finding homes for the Baptist Orphans
in the State. Twenty-eight years ago, Miss Mary Hollingsworth was
called to this work. The Home was started with but three orphans,
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who, with their matron, took up their abode in a rented house. Since
that time 1,012 others have been received into the Home, and the magni-
ficently equipped buildings are now owned by the Baptist churches of
the State. During the past year 10 have been received and 29 have been
given out. Of those given out, 14 were adopted and 15 apprenticed. In
either case the child is to be educated and treated as if born into the
family. There are at present 88 children in the Home who are depend-
ing upon the gifts from the churches for bread and clothing. Miss Mary
Hollingsworth, the present matron, will gladly receive any contributions
for that work. Some of our churches have sent clothing and money to
them, and we recommend that every church in this Association do some-
thing for this noble work.
