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REACHING THE PEOPLE.

BY THE REV. NXEWMAN HALL BURDICK.

A friend dropped into my study not
long "ago, and in the course of our con-
versation inquired as to how many mem-
bers the church, of which I have the
honor to be pastor, had received as a re-
sult of the work of the Salvation Army
or the Young Men’s and the Young
‘Women’s Christian Associations. The
reply was that there had been no mem-
bers received into the church as the re-
sult of work of any of these bodies, sn
far as my knowledge went. This brought
up the question of reaching the people
which these and similar organizations
‘do reach—organizations which style
themselves sometimes as the church at
work every day, and which depend to
a large extent upon the sympathy anc
good-will of the church for their sup-
port. Can these people which are reached
by these organizations be reached by the
Church and brought into its member-
ship Can this be done?

We agreed that it could—that is, that
it is possible to do it. We agreed that
the reason why it is not being done
to a greater extent than it is may be lo-
calized in three places.

TI'irst—Oftentimes the minister him-
self is at fault. He does not realize as
he should that he ought to get into sym-
pthetic touch with men outside his
church and congregation. Nothing
seems to please the man on the outside
better than to have the minister take a
genuine interest in his every-day work.
The man at the lathe likes to exhibit his
knowledge of his trade. The man in the
office finds relaxation in talking about
the intricacies of his business to an in-
telligent listener. The laboring man
wants to feel that the minister takes a
genuine interest in his work and consid-
ers it of essential importance.

Second—This caller of mine and T

agreed that oftentimes the church is at
fault. Owning to diffidence on the part
of the members of the church the stran-
ger who does now and then venture inio
the precincts of the church fails to re-
ceive a personal welcome from the mem-
bers of that body. Worse, there may be
simply indifference on the part of the
member. Worst, it may be a felt disin-
clination to encourage the attendance of
such people at that particular -church.
There is also lacking the heart-sympathy
with the stranger in his every-day work
and interests that he finds elsewhere,
which every man craves.

Third—We agreed, this caller of mine
and I, that the fault may sometimes be
found with the man on the outside him-
self. He is prejudiced. He comes in a
critical spirit, looking for such treatment
as she complains of, and it may be possi-
ble that he does not encourage very cor-
dially such advances as are made toward
him,

Now, I suppose that if all these reasons
were mixed together in, say, about equal
proportions, thoroughly stirred, filtered
and carefully distilled, the product of
this treatment would be the real reason’
why the church comés as far short as it
does from reaching the man on the out-
side. Our final conclusion was this:

First—Let the minister create a per-
sonal following among the man on the
outside by mangling with them during
the week and taking a general interest in
the things that interest them.  This
course upon the part of the minister will
result in time in drawing these people
within range of the church. This foilow-
ing cannot be created in a month nor a
year. It takes time and patience.

Second—Let the members of the church
follow up the efforts of the minister by
always according a hearty welcome to
the stranger in the church; by calling
upon them in their homes; by inviting
them to take part in the work of the
church by making them feel that the

.
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church is home; and church people their
friends.—N. Y. Observer.

Dear Mission Monthly:
Two of the summer months have passed,
and while they have not been what we
had hoped they would, we have been
gretly blessed by the Lord in the work.
Souls have been won to Christ, which
is the greatest reward that can be given
to the child of God at work for Him.

Our first meeting was with the people
of Carrollton.

We did our own singing, and I

private, for the first few days.

There was great opposition here. The
other denomination acted as if they
thought Baptists had no right on the
field. We worked and prayed and the
Lord gave the victory. Seven came out
on the Lord’s side jeined Baptist
churches or will in the near future. A

From this point we went to Mt. Ziou.
This we were told was a hard place, an:l
it seemed true; for we found men an:
women who had not heard a sermon in
years, and children who died not know-
ing what Sunday School was like.

It was several miles to the nearest
church or Sunday School. Parents wera
indifferent and children had no chanece
to reach either church or school.

At first the erowds were small anil
no interest beyond good attention.

This, indeed, seemed a hard place, but
the Lord was with us and gave the vie-
tory. We organized a Sunday School
which is rapidly growing in members,
and increasing in interest. A large
study ciass has been runing two weeks,
meeting cn Friday evening, with great
suceess.

A church has been planted here-and we
are going to build a house very soon hav-
ing raised $210 for this purpose already.

On the first Sunday in Awugust the
writer visited these people to find inter-
est in religious work still on the inerease.
