Christ than to be the ruler of an empire 
or the richest money _ king of the world," 
said one who had tasted the sweetness of 
soul-winning. Won by One is the divine 
plan . The iwinning of a nation or the 
world to Christ may sound big, but nations 
are not to be made Ohris,tian by royal 
e dicts nor •civil proclamations. I t will -be 
done only by each individual ,being brought 
face to face with the question. "What 
lhink ye of Ohrist" Each one muS1t have 
forced home upon his conscie nce "What, 
then, shall I do with Jesus?" And it is the 
business of individual Christians to do this· 
work. It is the divine plan: That 01 

Christ alone with Nicodemus, Andrew find­
in g Simon, P.hilip bringing Nathanie l and 
Paul winning the jailer. "O," you say, "b.ut 
didn't Peter get 3,000 by one -sermon?" Yes, 
but we know not how many were •de alt with 
personally by t he 120 in t hose preceding 
days in Jerusa lem. A litt le inves,tigation 
will show now, that the greaJtes,t nuII11ber if 
indeed not all, of those who respond to p~b­
lic appeals were dealt with personally be­
forehand and ,were made ready for the call. 

There is great need for convi,ction upon 
the part of •believers on the matter of in­
dividual re spon.si,bility for souls. A very 
small per cent of our church meII11bers could 
te5tify that they are conscious of having 
won a single soul to Chri,st. And yet that 
is their first, most important obligation and 
highest privilege a,s a Christian. Why is it 

that profes•sed Christians can talk to oth­
e rs personally about any.thing un,d.er · the 
sun except the soul's salvation? They can 
talk business, poJ.itics and social affairs but 
not Christianity. ,T-hey can ,buttonhole a 
man and present a •business proposition, 
ask his .support of a certain politicia~ anQ 
invite hian to join a club or lodge, hut can 
not ask him to accept ,Christ or .s,upp.ort the 
church. And we will neve,r have the prop­
er evangelism until t his is done. Ministers, 
church officials and me:m!Qers must all alike 
get do,wn to t his one bus-iness of "seekirug 
and saving the lost," to whieh Obrist was 
committed and for •which he sent out hte 
discip.Jes. 

The evange list ,who does nothin,g more 
than ,go from hi,s room to the pulpit and 
frmn the pulpit back t o hi"s room, though 
-he preach two or three times per day for 
the 365, has not filled full hi,s mission nor 
•live d up to his p rhileg,es. Nor can the 
pastor atone for his ne gl,ect of 'th•e personal 
effort ,by delivering _polished lite rary pro- · 

. d-uct.i.ons and eloquent discourses. "This 
is the hour for love instead of logic, life 
instead of literature, rescue instead of rhet­
oric, salvation instead of sylogism, person­
ality instead of periration, power i:tl,stead of 
period and individuality instead of intro­
dui;tion," says Cortland Myers . An,d, too, 
every individual me m,ber of ,every church 
down at this constant ly. All at it all, all 
th-e time. 

It may be that the pres•ent method of. 
once a year e,vange lisitic efforts is respon­
sible for prevailing apathy, Church mem­
bers -do their work large ly by proxy. T,hey 
s~nd for one ev,angelist and expect him to 
do the work. If the church i'S able a ".sing­
ing evangelist" is aiso asked for. And if 
i t is to be a great "evangelistic -campaign" 
the evangelist brings ,a whole tr-0op-,-a sin­
g-er, personal wor,ker, woman worker and
