Bacote, their statisti­
cian, reports 2,444,055.

WHITE RUN'S ASSOCIATION. 

Ths body met with White Run's Church, 
soI!le seven miles from Worthville. It was 
where the Association had its beginning. 
It is a live body, and the officers are lay­
men. Some of the churches are without 
pastors, ibut there was an increa·se in mem­
benihip. Several of the churches gave 
nothing to State Missions, and the Associa,. 
tlon, as a whole, did not give as much 
b:, some fififty dollars to State Mis­
lions as they gave last year. Not a dollar 
was given for Church Buildin,g, but <we are 
1ure the brethren will ma,ke good this over­
alght by redoubled effort and enlarged -giv­
lllg between now and Octo,ber 31st. Some 
of the churC'hes have done nobly by -our 
State Mission work. Provision had been 
made for the body on a royal scale. Din­
ner was spread under gr-eat oaks, in the 
midst of the forest. The attendance was 
good and the spirit fin-e. We aLways enjoy 
• visit to this enthusi-astic Association. 
We regretted the aibs-ence of some of the 
putoni. The body was very gracious in 
slY!ng us time to pres-ent the claims of our 
State :work; an attentive -hearing was giv­
e, and we b-eli-evie results will come. 

The time is upon us when applications 
•at begin to come in for the work of the 
In rear, and there are some things it 
•oald be well for our poople to bear in 
allld, First of all, surely no -church will 
lat belp that can possi-bly avoid it. Do not 
ltli: aid of the State B"oar-d simply that the· 
-tor may have an easier time of it. The 
,Se 1hould be to ask for much less than 
"• llked for the present year. Generally 
'Mlll:ing, churches should ,be aided about 
- ~ars, and if they ,are not then self-
-.Jnlng, they should be dropped and = Protnising points taken up. But we 

'l'e!nemiber that to all rules there 
._ be sotne exceptions. Churches that 

are aided, must agree to pay a stipulated 
amount ito their pastor and this must be 
paid, befol:'e t:he amount promised ,by the 
State :Board is paid. Otherwise :we pay 
as· the church pays. Churches receiving 
ai-d -are expected to contribute to all phases 
of Mission work and those objects fostered 
by the d~nomination. 

The Sltate Board is anxious, in as far as 
they -are able, to increase the support of 
country and village pastors throug,hout our 
State by arousing the members to their 
obligations. .The amounts paid are meager 
and insufficient. 

We are now at the windup for State Mis­
sions, Sunday ,S,c:liool wiork ana Ohurch 
Building. It will require earnest activity 
on the part of pastors and members if we 
are to write ''victory' on .our banner. We 
have varied experiences at the receiving 
end of State Mis'sion work. One day this 
week we were wble to place in bank $1,410; 
that looked most encouraging, ·but the 
next day the amount dropped down to 
$300 or $400, but there seems to be · t:hat 
spirit of determination and loya1ty which 
spells success. 

Oil/I" l•aTger churches m1'st give llalrge 
amounts, and some individual . Christians 
must come to our aid witb resp,ectaible 
sums. We read how individual Baptists in 
other States ~ve $500 and $1,000 each for 
.State Missions, year iby year. Why shouJd 
not S10me of our wealthier Baptists in Ken­
tucky do liklelwise? Wihait joy t:hey would 
have in the giving! What blessings would 
come to them! 

We are still aiding church houses. and 
our generosity has enaibled hund:reds of 
communities· to provide themselves with ad­
equate houses in t¥e past few years. This 
good work must be encouraged ·until Ken­
tucky is dotted over with Baptist meeting 
houses from the Mississippi to the Big 
Sandy. 

One stron-g pull, one long pull, one pull 
altogether iwill bring us to the goal we ha,d 
set !before us by midnight of Oct01ber 31st. 
HOIW our hearts <will be thrilled with joy 
and with wha,t gladness and thanksgiving 
will we herald forth the good news that 
the Baptisls of Kentucky have closed the 
year free of all indebtedness!

There :were no unifo.rm lessons nor 
cards nor papers for the children. put to 
the credit of our wise fathers let it be said 
that the children memorized more .Scripture 
than they do today and more of them were 
found in the preaching service. We have 
largely increased .dn ilum:bers and effective 
or,ganiza'tion, but personal piety· and family 
ge►-vernment have declined. Seventy-five 
years ago only fifty-seven messengers at­
tended the. meeting, this year we tru,st 500 
will ibe present. 

-Seventy-five years1 ago Dr. J. M. Pendle­
ton was called to the care of the First 
church, Borwling Green, on a salary of $400 
-tllis was the first church in :W-estern Ken­
tucky to h_ave a pastor who '' lived of the 
gospel." 

,seventy-dive years ago there w-e·re forty-
. three Associat,i.011B., 664 churclJ.es and 39,269 
members. ,Thi&. included the anti-misslon­
aries. Today. we have seventy-five Assooia­
tions, 1,83·5 ch'U:rches, and 235,000 members. 
There were not more than sixty-five oT sev­
enty active preachers in the Stafe. Today 
we ha.ve eleven hundred pastors. 

·Seventy-dive years ago there was a · re­
vival S'.Pirit started and during three years 
17,661 converts were bap_tized. john L. Wal­
ler, Samuel Baker, J. M. Frost, A. D. Sears, 
Daniel ·iBuckner, D. N. Porter, A. W. La.Rue, 
Smith Thomas, Younger Witherspoon, R ..
