At every Annual Meeting of the General
Association of Baptists in Kentucky we
follow their example. That is just whay
we do when we write, pass, second and
publish resolutions concerning as other
year’s work for Christ. Fewer than five
hundred individual Baptist pass these res-
olutions. What of the more than two hun-
dred thousand brethren who are absent?
Do they endorse and are they willing to
carry out these New Year’s Resolutions?

The stvength of the denominatiion of this
State as an lagency for extending ‘the
Kingdiom of our Lord is the strength,
physical, financial, moral and spiritual of
the individuals who compose it. What is
your New Year promise and pledge?

No life amounts to much till it has a
program, something definite, something
particular, something personal. “‘Liord
what wilt thou have me to do?’’

Nothing can take the place of indviduax
duty, your’s and mine. Educators can not,
genius can mnot, nor decrees, nor hopes,

nor work itself outside the path of duty.
Until there is a definite aim, your energies
will go to waste, ability be squandered and
time and money lost. All our faculties de-
terioate and our .spirits become ineffective
when working without a definite aim.
The Board of Missions, in obedience to
the instructions of the General Associa-
tion, has an aim, high, broad, alluring, but
what, as we front 1914, are the aims of
the individual Baptists of the State? Let
our form our New Year resolutions after
searching self-examination and earnest
prayer for the guidance of the Holy Spirit.

A Little Sermon to Myse:f.

Progress and Preachers’ Sons.

The last edition of ‘“Who’s Who in
America,’’ gives 26,885 names of noted
Americans, stating their parentage, train.
ing, and achievements. Of these notables
3,413 are clergymen and (at least- 1,185
are ministers’ soms, a total of 4,598, or 17
per cent. These lead in every trade and
profession from infidels, socialists, miners,
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manufacturers, doctors ,Jawyers, mpoliti-
cians, bankers, and educators, up to pres-
icent of the United States. A fair propor-
tion of ministers’ families to other families
wou'd be one in 225. Taking this as a
standard, of the 26,885 motables, 119 ought
to be minister’s sons; but there are 1,185
or nearly ten times the proper proportion.

Of 416 colleges, including state universt
ties and technical schools, 222 have clergy-
men, and 46 clergymen’s sons as presi-
dents, a total of 268, being 64 per cent. of
all schools of higher learning under direc-
tion of Christian ministens’ families.

Of the 51 names in the National Hall of
Fame, 12 are from ministers’ homes: Roger
Wiliams, Jonathan Edwards, Wm. Ellery
Channing, Ralph Waldo Emersion, Oliver
Wendell Holmes, Henry Clay, Louis Agas-
siz, George Bancroft, Hemry' ‘Ward Beech-
er, Harriet B. Stowe, James R. Lowell,
Phillips Brooks; being fifty times more
than a proper proportion, if other families
measured up to the standard.

The Supreme Need.

As we front the year of grace 1914 ,we
do well to remember the supreme need of
our Baptist people. Is it more men, oOr
more money, or more machinery, or more
information, or exhortation, or more ag-
gressiveness, or more unity, or more hope
or more courage? Is it not something
witohut which these things are in
vain? Is it not something which is the
truly real and efficient promoter of these
things? Rather, is it not some One ‘‘in
whom we live and move and have our be-
ing?’’

Alas, we too often add up our treasures
and leave God out. ‘‘Be filled with the
Spirit.”” This means, if you will study
the context for a moment, be intoxicated,
be exhilerated and lifted into a new con-
sciousness of power as men are who
drink wine. ‘‘Be mnot drunk with mine;
therein is excess, but ye be filled with the
Spirit,”’ which will become in reality a
flaming enthusiasm such as the ungodly
get from wine,

To be ¢‘‘filled with the Spirit’’ is a
Dphrase, " indeed, which fanatics have per-
verted to the undoing of many, but it ex-
presses a @great privilege which we all

should enjoy in all Scriptural and rational
ways. Our ascended and reigning Lord
works through us by the power wof the
Holy Spirit. To fail to rely upon the Holy
Spirit, as a blunt the disciple expressed it,
‘is to put God out of business.’’

By whom and in what way over Goa
is business in this dispensation except by
the Holy iSpirit? Whence our regenera-
tion? Our sasctification? Our interpreta-
tion of providence? Our call to service?
Our power in pleading with sinners? Our
energy, enthusiasm which means our ‘‘in-
God-ness’’? What we need is separation
from the world and steadfastness and sav-
ing power and sacrifice. These necessities
only the Holy Spirit can bestow.

‘‘Men ought always to pray and not to
faint.’’

The main point in our Lord’s word is this:
Do not cease to pray because of a delay in
the answer. Our Heavenly Father is not
deaf nor forgetful. He ‘‘knows how’’ to
give good gifts to them that ask him.
Mark the words, ‘‘knows how,’’ and when.
The delay is often part of the answer. All
things are possible with God, but God will
mnot be hurried. His trains of providence
arrive on time, not a minute after time.
All that touches a good man in the long
run turns out good. ‘‘Lord, teach us how
to pray.’’

The Foreign Mission Societies of the
United States received during the year
1912, $30,404,001; $7,902.256 was contribut-
ed on the respective fields; total mnumber
of protestant missionaries on the foreign
field, 24,092; total mumber of native work-
ers, 111,982; number of communicants, 2,
644,170; total adherents, including the com
municants, 6,055,45; added the p2ast year,
212,635.

The missionaries of the Southern Baptist
Convention laboring in South Brazil have
seventy-seven churches; forty-one of
which are self-supporting. They have
twenty-eight houses of worship which cost
$63,894. They contributed during the past-
year, $51,211 to Missions and veport 1,127
baptisms; 513 additions by letter; 111 re-
storations, making a total increase of 1,-
751,

I have spent seven years in Texas, six-
teen years in Mexico, ten years in Tenneg-
see and seven years in Kentucky. I have
planted and watered, but God alone has
given the increasge. To Him let all the
praise be given. There have been some
3,000 conversions and more thamn 2500
baptisms in connection with my minigtiry.

I have organized 450 Sunday Schoo’s and
50 churches. I have helped to build some
300 houses of worship and have dedicated
about 200.

I never enjoyed better health than during
the past year. I hope to do the best work
of my life during the next ten years.

I have a warm fraternal regard for all
of God’s children, yet I have never engaged
in a union meeting. No one has ever been
received for membership except on Bap-
tist baptism. L

‘When I have been in the pastorate my re-
lations witn the other pastors of the town
were cordial and fraternal. When they had
protracted meetings I attended as circum-
stances would permit.

The years are passing rapidly. I am hap-
py in my work and in the Tlove of my
work and in the love of my brethren. The
passing of the years brings increased
weight and importance to the lessening op-
portunities that are to be given me, I earn-
estly desire to increase my zeal and en-
large my efforts for the saving of souls and
the growth of my Master’s kingdom.

What are we women
going to do to make it the greatest year
in the history of the Kentucky W. M. U.
If every society in the State will make the
tenth point on the standard of excellence
for individual societies, we will double ~ur
work in the State this year. Will vou do
your part? This tenth point reads: *‘¢Or-
ganization and fostering of a missionary so-
ciety in a mneighboring church or for .he
younger people of the local church.’’

There are 1846 Baptist churches in Ken-
tucky today. Only about 425 of tLese nave
a W. M U. organization in them. True
there are 384 W. M. S.’s, 90 Y. W. A.’s, 29
R. A.’s, and 129 S. B., making a total of
623 onganizations, but often one churea has
the adult and junior .onganizations, coo.
Shall we not do our best to omganize the
women and children in the othar churches?

Get your society at the next meeting to
appoint a committee to organize one or
more new societies and then help them
until they get well started in the work.
If there is mo church near, suggest that
they furnish the means of transportation
to the nearest needed point. Make all ar-
rangements with the pastor to have the
women there ready to organize whem you
get there.

Just to think, if every W. M. S. and
Y. W. A. would organize three or four so-
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cieties in churches where we have no or-
ganization this year, we would have a so-
ciety in every church in Kentucky. Don’t
you think it worth the effort?

Your Associational superintendents can’t
do it all, meither can your State Secretary;
but all of us putting our shoulder to the
wheel, as it were, can do a great part of

W. M. U. PIN.

At the St. Louis annual meeting a de-
sign for our official seal was adopted, and
the same design is mow made into a pin
to be used by members only.

The design was made by Miss Emma M.
‘Whitfield, daughter of Mrs. Theodore Whit-
field, who presided when the union was or-
ganized in 1888, and is beautiful and sig-
nificant. The shape is of a fish, the early
Christians’ symbol. The initial letters of

their Greek motto spelling the word
‘‘Ichthus’’ (a fish). The open Book and
the world emerging from darkness into

light proclaim our missionary creed.

These pins are dainty, unique and artis-
tic. They are gold enameled in-lavender,
made in three grades, but alike in ap-
pearance. Prices are as follows: Afll gold
(14k), with safety catch, $4.75; all gold
(10k), safety catch, $3.75; gold filled pin,
$1.00.

At the executive committee meeting at
Baltimore in December the following was
adopted: ‘“That a W. M. U. pin shall pe
worn only by a contributing member of W.
M. U. organizations, such a pin to be pur-
chased only through a signed order of the
local society president or leader. If un-
usuwal circumstances make membership in
a local society impossible, that the right
to wear such a pin be established through
the State W. M. U. Corresponding Secre-
tary. That the pin may also be worn by
duly accredited women missionaries con-
nected with the Southern Baptist work.’’

All our women should have W. M. U.
pins and wear them., What a joy it would
be to me in my field work to meet women
on the trains and at stations when waiting
whom I might recognize by the pin as co-
workers. This might give me many op-
portunities of getting in closer touch with

them and their societies. Our Y. W. A.’s,
Sunbeams, Royal Ambassadors, when out
from home and in need of motherly advice
or assistance, would feel greatly relieved
to see a woman with a W. M. U. pin.
