HOW IT WAS DONE. 

Kentucky ,Baptists have just won a glo­
rious victory in their gifts to Home and 
Foreign Missions. vVe gave to the ,Home 
Board $35,465, an increase of some $6,000 
over the gifts of last year, and to the For­
eign Board $48,0,64, an advance of $2,000 
above apportionment. 

The total receipts of the Home Board 
were $395,730, an increase of $26,000 over 
the receipts last year. IThe Foreign Board 
received $587,458, an increase of some $46,-
000 over the receipts of last year. Last 
year fuey closed with a debt of $76,000. 
This year it has been reduced to $68,000. 
Our people entered this -campaign with a 
spirit of heartiness and hopefulne-ss which 
foreshadowed a successful issue. Our pas­
tors planned, preached and prayed. Our 
noble women were instant in season and 
out of season. Our denominational papers 
gave unlimited space to t'he work and re­
inforced it with splendid editorials. A 
campaign was held in sixty associations 
that was very helpful. Tracts on every 
phase of Home and Foreign Mission work 
fell like autumn ·leaves on every part of 
our territory. Correspondence between 
this office and our 1,846 churches was 
maintained through the pastors and church 
clerks. Letters were written from time 
to time to each of the Treasurers of the 
different associations. We also communi­
cated with a Laymen's Committee in man:v 
of the as,sociations. We used the pub'lic peri­
odi:cals and we had tracts written and pub­
lished on the different phases of mission 
work. Mission Institutes anu Mission ral­
lies were held in different parts of the 
1State. Our people were urged to pray for 
the success of the work. The blessing of 
God and co-operation account for the sig­
nal success which ,has crowned our labors. 
Let us praise God and take courage. 

We are indebted for much of the suc­
cess of the recent campaign in the interest 
of Home and Foreign Missions to the e~­
cient and untiring labors of our office 
force. Tihey worked early and late and 
seemed to enter heartily into the thought 

that God had ordained us to succeed and 
not to fail. 

We must now turn our thoughts, our 
prayers, our preparations and our preach­
ing toward the support of the work in our 
own ,State. New fields must be occupied. 
We have several strategic points which 
demand the services of a capable man. We 
must have money to support our W. M. U. 
work, our splendid Sunday S·chool corps, 
our B. Y. P. U . .Secretary, our co-operative 
evangelists and missionary pastors.Our fund 
for aiding in the erection of churches at 
needy points must be replenished. The 
calls are coming thick and fast and · no de­
partment of our church work is more im­
portant. We must have a Woman's Mis­
sionary Society in connection with each 
church, when possible, to aid us in our 
work. 

We are in urgent need of $10,000 for our 
Ohurch Building Fund. Our appropriations 
to needy and worthy causes are far in ex­
cess of our receipt·s. We must call the im-

. mediate attention of pastors, churches, Sun­
day Schools, Missionary Societies and 
friends of Missions throughout the State 
to this valuable pihase of Missionary un­
dertaking. When a church has secured a 
suitable house of worship then they are 
prepared to contribute worthily to State, 
Home and Foreign Missions. Individuals 
having sums to invest for the on-going of 
the Kingdom could not do better than des-
ignate to Church Building.

We are grateful for the splendid list of 
subs·cribers sent to us during the past 
month. Friends can do a good service to 
the Mission cause by aiding in the cir· 
culation of the three mission journals. 

The church at Pikeville has been fortu­
nate in securing the services of Rev. C. C. 
Daves for pastor. He does splendid con­
structive work and will be a great acquisi­
tion to our forces in Eastern Kentucky;· 

Rev. L. F. GaudHl, the veteran worker in 
Magoffin County, has been called to Unity 
church for half time. 
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·We hear the finest reports from our En­
listment Workers. They render valuabh, 
service in aiding in the development of our 
backward churches. They help to secure 
something like adequate compensation for 

· the pastors and teach the people their obli­
gation to give the Gospel to the lost where­
ever found. Their teaching on Stewardship 
and proportionate, systematic giving is most 
helpful. God's ownership must be recog­
nized before our Baptist people will give 
as the New Testament requires. Our ex­
cellent Home Board co-operates with us 
in the support of our Enlistment workers. 

It is to be devout [y hoped that the 
Committee on apportionment, which will 
report at Nashville, Tenn., will not suggest 
any material advance in our gifts to Home 
and Foreign Missions. The gifts for the 
past few years· should convince the honest 
student that our people have about reached 
their limit until the churches are better 
developed in the matter o,f giving to Mis­
sions. 

The Northern Baptist Convention will 
meet in Boston, June 17th to 2-5-th. It is the, 
Centennial of our Baptist Foreign Mission 
_ work. It is well established fact that For­
eign Missionaries laboring among Asiatics 
and Africans lose much of that race preju­
dice so prevalent among us. If it does not 
remove the prejudice it controls the feeling 
effectually. Those who are most thorougly 
imbued by the missionary spirit will be 
found least influenced by their inherited 
prejudices. The cultivation and growth of 
the missionary spirit develops the feeling of 
brotherhood among the nations that ought 
to prevail. 

The circulation of the Bible in the United 
States last year reached 1,075,459 volumes. 
An increase of 280,222 over the previou~ 
year. 

'The church house at West Liberty, Mor­
gan County nears completion. This is the 
,first Missionary Baptist church to be built 
in that County. Funds are urgently needed 
to help the brethren who compose the mem­
bership of this heroic body. 

The Foreign Mission Board has re- O:t-• 

ganized the •Secretarial force on the eve 
of the meeting of the Southern Baptist Con­
vention. Four Secretaries have been elect­
ed. It would seem that the matter should 
have gone rather as a recommendation t<> 
the 1Southern Baptist Convention which 
annuaJlly appoints the Foreign Mission 
Board. Except in two states money for the 
Foreign Mission Board is collected by the 
State Board of Missions and forwarded to 
them for distribution. We now have three 
field workers doing effective work, then we 
have a Treasurer and an ample office force 
in Richmond and it would seem that three 
secretaries would be sufficient for all work 
to be done. Unless more economy is' used 
in the care of Foreign Mission funds on the 
Home field, we will continue to report a 
debt until the end of time. We love For­
ign Missions and contribute to it as liberally 
as our funds wi11 permit. We love all of the 
men involved, but we must be allowed to 
speak our convictions, especially when the 
matter is so vitally connected with the in­
terest of a cause which we love dearer than 
life itself. 

THEN AND NOW. 

A great change has come over the pub­
lic sentiment after Foreign Missions has 
been tried out for a hundred years. The 
British East India Company said a hundred 
years ago: "The sending of missionaries 
into our Eastern possessions is the maddest, 
mosit expensive, most unwarranted· project 
that was ever proposed by a lunatic enthu-
sist." _ 

At the close of the century the English 
Lieutenant-sGovernor of Bengal said: "In 
my judgment Christian missionaries have 
done more lasting good to the people of In­
dia than an other agencies combined." 

Several members of the State Board o~ 
Missions will accompany the Secretary in a 
visit to Whitesburg, Harlan, Hazard, Mc­
Ro,berts, Jenkins and other strategic points 
in Eastern Kentucky. A Bible Institute will 
be held at Whitesburg during the month of 
June. The object of the tour is to study the 
needs and conditions of the field.

We closed our Home and Foreign Ml:.­
sion offerings this morning, and Brother 
Baird will send you our balance with the, 
rest from the Association. Our gifts for the 
year to these two objects are as follows: 

Brother Lam for Foreign Missions sent to 
Foreign Mission Board about April 10th, 
$600; Sunday School offerings, in addition 
to Brother Lam's gift, $179.83; weekly of­
fering for four months given to Home and 
Foreign Missions, $145.83; total through T. 
C. Baird, treasurer, $325.66'; Woman's Mis­
sionary Society, $75.64; Young Woman's 
Auxiliary, $14.70. Total from the church, 
$1,016. 

O1.J,r country churches have given near 
$600, which is an increase · of about 300 
per cent. Central City has made a large 
increase. We got $1,365 last year in .the 
Association; of this amount Greenville gave 
$1,014.59. This year we will get probably 
$2,200 or $2,300 in the Associa:tion. ,So muc~ 
for the egg agitation. Brother Baird will 
probably write you how much egg money 
we had, but the agitation of the egg busi­
ness was worth much more than the egg 
money. 

We deeply sympathize with you in your 
anxiety about your son. and his family. 
May the Lord give them protection.

Brother Barnes is making a fine start. 
Hljl is visiting churches and is teaching a 
training class this week. He will probably 
hold some meetings after the Convention.
